EMGLISH— Our book study for term six is Radiant
Child: The Story of Young Artist Jean-Michel
Basquiat by Javaka Steptoe, Throughout the term,
we will be working towards writing an information
text that would be suitable for an art gallery.
Children will be taught how to make precise word
choices, use language that will appeal to their
readers and provide factual information about the
artist.

MATHS - In Maths we are going to be focussing on
ca-ordinates, translation, lines of symmetry and
reflection. Then we will be moving on to converting

units of measures as well as looking at imperial units.

R.E. — The religion we will be exploring this term is
Christianity. Children will be exploring what it
means to be a committed Christian, the concept of
‘love thy neighbour' and the lives of prominent
Christians (either Martin Luther King or Mother
Theresa).

SCIEMCE - Science this term has lots of practical
wark. We will be learning about the properties of
dif ferent materials as well as knowing how to
separate mixtures using filtering, sieving and
evaporating.

FREMCH - In French we will be learning the menths
of the year, the names of the different seasons and
some weather types.

PE - In PE this ferm we will be learning how to play rounders and
tennis. We will learn how to field effectively and bowl with accuracy.
